The course focuses on sustainable development
- a theoretically developed global development
paradigm, which still faces challenges in
practical implementation. This is due to the
complexity and multifaceted nature of pursuing
sustainable development goals.

The content will be organized in six sections:

1. Introduction (theoretical overview of the
sustainability concept, sustainable
development goals, and the challenges in
achieving them)

2. Measuring and monitoring sustainable
development (standard systems, criteria and
indicators)

Objectives and competences:

Cilj predmeta je, da Studentka oz. Student
pridobi najnovejsa, poglobljena in utrjena
teoreti¢na znanja s podrocja trajnostnega
razvoja, ki jih zna prepoznati tudi na prakti¢nih
primerih upravljanja prostora. Predvidena je
poglobitev znanja o nacinih za merjenje in
spremljanje trajnostnega razvoja, ozavescanju
o trajnostnih praksah ter vlogi in doprinosu
participacije posameznih akterjev. Studente in
Studentke se seznani tudi s pomembnostjo in
razvojnimi izzivi v izbranih sektorjih (npr.

The objective of the course is for the student to
acquire the latest, in-depth and entrenched
theoretical knowledge in the field of sustainable
development, which he/she can also recognize
in practical examples of spatial management. It
is envisaged to deepen knowledge of ways to
measure and monitor sustainable development,
to raise awareness of sustainable practices, and
to the role and contribution of individual actors'
participation. Students are also introduced to
the importance and development challenges in
selected sectors (e.g., tourism, mobility,
entrepreneurship) and types of areas (e.g.,
protected areas, agricultural areas). The student
is trained in applied, independent, professional
critical and responsible work, which is also
