Students should be prepared to analyse complex
texts and engage in research activities.

Vsebina:

Content (Syllabus outline):

V okviru predavanj, ekskurzij, obiskov muzejev in
drugih oblik tematiziranja obravnavane teme se
bodo Studentke in Studentje seznanili predvsem
z nasiliem, ki so ga sproZile vojne minulega
stoletja, ki velja tudi za stoletje svetovnih vojn,
ker so ga te, poleg prelomnih odkritij in spoznanj
najbolj zaznamovale. S svetovnima vojnama 20.

The lectures, excursions, visits to museums and
other types of thematisation of the topic will give
the students an opportunity to understand the
violence triggered by the 20th world wars. The
world wars are the reason why the 20th century
is often referred to as the Century of Wars, wars
being the most visible marker despite the great

stoletja, ne zanemarjajo¢ tudi druge »lokalne«
vojne, je nasilje, predvsem nad civilnim
prebivalstvom, postalo eno od temeljnih
postulatov vojne, ki se je z bojnega stopnjevano
obracalo proti civilnemu prebivalstvu in ga
opredelilo kot svojega temeljnega nasprotnika.
Zato moremo govoriti o mnozi¢nem nasilju nad
civilnim prebivalstvom, ki se najprej pojavi v 1.
svetovni vojni, stopnjuje v 2. svetovni vojni ter
ne pojenja tudi v naslednjih vojnah 20. stoletja.
Ne glede na to je CloveStvo Ze prezivelo eno
stoletno vojno in da je zacCetek 17. stoletja
zaznamovala Tridesetletna vojna, ki je
popolnoma opustosila vecji del Srednje Evrope,
se z vojnim nasiljem, ki je spremljalo vojne
preteklega stoletja ne more primerjati noben
del znane preteklosti.

Ne glede na to bodo v uvodnem delu
obravnavana tudi druga obdobja nasilja, v prvi
vrsti tista, ki jih zaznamuje evropska kolonizacija
Avstralije, Afrike in obeh Amerik. Pri tem se
bomo osredotocali na vprasanje skupinskega
nasilja ene skupine proti drugi in s tem nasilje
razumevali kot sestavni del druzbene dinamike.
V dolocenih primerih se bomo dotaknili tudi
vprasanje odgovornosti oz. nasilja posameznika,
pa naj gre za poveljnike ekspedicij do totalitarnih
vodij sredine 20. stoletja.

Ob vsem povedanem bo osnovni poudarek
vendarle namenjen prvi svetovni vojni, ki jo je
mogoce razumeti kot naslednico Balkanskih vojn
in kot razlog za Drugo svetovno vojno.

discoveries and innovations. The world wars of
the 20th century, along the many “local” wars,
established violence, predominantly against
civilians, as one of the basic postulates of war.
The violence shifted from the sphere of the battle
into civilian sphere, making civilians the prime
opponents. Mass violence against civilians first
emerged during the Great War, increased during
the Second World War and has not subsided
since. Although humanity had lived through the
Hundred Years” War and that the beginning of the
17th century was marked by the Thirty Years’
War that devastated much of Central Europe, the
war violence brought about during the world
wars is unprecedented.

In the introduction, other forms of violence will
be discussed, primarily the violence related to the
European colonial past — colonisation of
Australia, African and the Americas. We will focus
on questions of collective violence exerted by
one group against another, and try to understand
violence as constitutive part of social dynamics.
In certain cases we will focus on questions of
responsibility, i.e. individual violence, e.g.
commanders and totalitarian leaders of the 20th
century.

The main focus, however, will be on the Great
War as the corollary of the Balkan Wars and the
reason for the Second World War.

Cilji in kompetence:

Objectives and competences:

Cilj predmeta je razviti razumevanje razli¢nih
vsebinskih in notranjih opredelitev vojne,
vojnega prava in sistemati¢nega krienja le-tega,
ter analizirati sisteme okupacijskih politik, ki so
omogocale sistemati¢no nasilje nad civilnim
prebivalstvom na individualni in kolektivni ravni.
Studentke in $tudneti bodo raziskovali vlogo
stereotipov kot enega temeljnih fenomenov
kolektivnega spomina, implementiranih v
zgodbah, ritualih in umetnosti, ter mehanizme
nasilnega odnosa med vojsko/vojaki in
nasprotniki, predvsem civilisti. Osredotocili se
bodo na premik nasilja iz bojis¢a v civilno sfero,
kar je znacilno za vojne 20. stoletja.

The objective of this course is to develop an
understanding of different definitions of war,
military law, and systematic breaches thereof,
and to analyse the systems of occupational
policies that enabled systematic violence against
civilians on both individual and collective levels.
Students will explore the role of stereotypes as a
fundamental phenomenon of collective memory,
implemented in narratives, rituals, and art, and
the mechanisms of the violent relationship
between the military/soldiers and opponents,
primarily civilians. They will focus on the shift of
violence from the battlefield to the civilian
sphere, which characterises the wars of the 20th
century.

Studentke in $tudenti bodo pridobljeno znanje
uporabili za pisanje znanstvenega prispevka, ki
lahko sluZi kot osnutek poglavja disertacije ali
znanstvenega clanka.

Students will use the knowledge acquired in the
course to produce a scientific contribution that
can serve as a draft of a dissertation chapter or a
research article. In doing so, they will develop the
ability to critically analyse and interpret war
violence and enhance their academic writing
skills, contributing to their scientific and
professional development.
