Content (Syllabus outline):

Predmet izhaja iz migracij kot pojava ¢loveske
zgodovine. V nadaljevanju se osredotoca na
konstituiranje  migracij kot znanstvenega
predmeta preucevanja, prve zacletke teorij
migracij, zgodovino teorij migracij ter mesto
migracij kot raziskovalnega problema v razli¢nih
znanstvenih disciplinah (sociologija, ekonomija,
antropologija, kulturologija, demografija,
politologija) v  sinhronih  in  diahronih

The subject originates from migration as a
phenomenon of human history. It then focuses
on the constitution of migration as a scientific
subject of study, the first beginnings of migration
theories, the history of migration theories and
the place of migration as a research problem in
various  scientific  disciplines  (sociology,
economics, anthropology, cultural studies,
demography, political science) in synchronic and

perspektivah. Posebna pozornost bo namenjena
sodobnim migracijskim strategijam — umestitev
situacije v EU in posameznih drzav ¢lanic EU v
globalno perspektivo.

Modul je razdeljen na tri tematske sklope:

1. Konstituiranje migracij kot znanstvenega
fenomena in teorije migracij

Studentke in  $tudenti bodo  revidirali,
sistematizirali ter poglobili svoje znanje o
teorijah  migracij v zgodovinski in vec
disciplinarni perspektivi. Seznanili se bodo z
osnovnimi metodologijami raziskovanja in s t. i.
metodoloskim nacionalizmom, do katerega
lahko  pride  pri  migracijskin  Studijah.
Razumevanje  migracijskega  procesa bo
pokrivalo celoten proces, ki migracijo definira,
od izselitvenih kontekstov prek selitvenih poti
kontekstov  priselitve  (ali vedno novih
preseljevanj) ter kontekstov
vkljucevanja/izklju¢evanja v novih okoljih.

2.Temeljni / izbrani teoreti¢ni koncepti
Studentke in 3tudenti se bodo seznanili z
osnovnimi  pojmi  migracijskih  Studij, s
konceptualnimi  dilemami in razlicnimi
definicijami, ki so pomembne za razumevanje
migracij: migracija, e/imigracija, remigracija,
druZzba, drZava in drZavljanstvo, pravno politicne
in druzbene manjSine vs. vecina, kulture in
civilizacije, identiteta in obcutek pripadnosti,
etni€na pripadnost, etnija - narod - nacija,
nacionalna identiteta, naturalizacija, toleranca,
stereotipi in predsodki, hegemonija,
socializacijski procesi ...

3. Prakse, politike in teorije Zivljenja v
raznolikosti

Studentke in $tudenti se bodo seznanili z

diachronic perspectives. Special attention will be
paid to contemporary migration strategies -
placing the situation in the EU and individual EU
member states in a global perspective. The
module is divided into three thematic sections:

1. Constituting migration as a scientific
phenomenon and migration theory

Students will revise, systematize and deepen
their knowledge of migration theories in a
historical and multidisciplinary perspective. They
will become familiar with basic research
methodologies and  with the so-called
methodological nationalism that can occur in
migration studies. Understanding the migration
process will cover the entire process that defines
migration, from emigration contexts through
migration routes, immigration contexts (or ever-
new migrations) and inclusion/exclusion contexts
in new environments.

2. Basic / selected theoretical concepts Students
will be introduced to the basic concepts of
migration studies, conceptual dilemmas and
various definitions that are important for
understanding migration: migration,
e/immigration, remigration, society, state and
citizenship, legal political and social minorities vs.
majority, cultures and civilizations, identity and
sense of belonging, ethnicity, ethnicity - people -
nation,  national identity,  naturalization,
tolerance, stereotypes and prejudices,
hegemony, socialization processes...

3. Practices, policies and theories of life in
diversity

Students will become familiar with various
practices, policies and theories of life in diversity:
practices, policies and theories of exclusion,
assimilation, melting pot and integration with an
emphasis on approaches to respectful
coexistence in diversity, the differences between
them (multiculturalism versus cultural pluralism)
and their inherent (conceptual) contradictions.
