Predmet obravnava izkljuCevalne, predvsem pa
vkljucevalne politike na podrocju vklju¢evanja
otrok priseljencev, najnovejSo  slovensko
zakonodajo na tem podroc¢ju ter primere
najboljsih praks.

Razvija medkulturno zmoZnost in kriticno
obravnava moZnosti za njen razvoj pri vseh, ki
vplivajo na vklju¢evanje (otroci, starsi, lokalno
okolje, predvsem pa pedagoske delavke,
delavci).

Razvija priseljensko-izseljensko perspektivo,
medsebojno bo povezoval doprinose izseljenih
iz Slovenije in priseljenih v Slovenijo (v drugi
polovici 20. in zacetku 21. stoletja).

The course deals with exclusionary and, above all,
inclusive policies in the field of integrating
immigrant children, the latest Slovenian
legislation in this area, and examples of best
practices.

It develops intercultural competence and
critically examines the possibilities for its
development in all those who influence
integration  (children, parents, the local
environment, and especially educators).

It develops an immigrant-emigrant perspective,
linking the contributions of emigrants from
Slovenia and immigrants to Slovenia (in the
second half of the 20th and early 21st centuries).

Using literary texts as examples, it addresses
prejudice, discrimination, and relations between
the majority society, minorities, and immigrants.

It presents the challenges of integration, both in
the education system and in society.

Student competencies:

e Knowledge of inclusive and excluding
policies toward immigrants, with an
emphasis on education.

e Critical reflection on the integration,
inclusion of immigrant children into the
Slovenian school system.

e Developing intercultural competence.

e Ability to prepare intercultural lessons for
various subjects, taking into account
Slovenians around the world and immigrants
in Slovenia.

* Independent research and presentation of a
training plan for current and future
educators to enable them to teach in
plurilingual, multi-ethnic, and multi-religious
classrooms.
