Obravnavani bodo razlicni vidiki rimskega
prodora v Srednjo Evropo in na Balkan.
Predstavljene bodo velike spremembe, ki so
nastale z vzpostavitvijo rimske oblasti na
podrocjih  poselitve, urbanizacije, religije,
gospodarstva in druzbe. Analizirali bomo razlike
med regijami, kot se kaZejo v sprejemanju in
prevajanju rimskih vplivov. Hkrati bomo
obravnavali samostojne izraze domace kulture v
zacetnem rimskem obdobju.

Obdobje romanizacje delimo v dva dela, v fazo
pred uradno oziroma stabilno vkljucitvijo v
rimsko drZavo in ¢as po tem.

Various aspects of the Roman advance into
Central Europe and the Balkans are covered. The
course presents the major changes that occurred
with  Roman occupation in the areas of
settlement, urbanisation, religion, economy, and
society. Differences between regions in the
adoption and transmission of Roman influences
are analysed. Native culture at the beginning of
the Roman period is also discussed.

Romanization can be divided into two phases:
the phase before official or stable incorporation
into the Roman state and the phase after. First,

Na eni strani bo predstavijena drobna
materialna kultura domorodnih skupin na
SirSem vzhodnoalpskem prostoru (Caput Adriae,
Posocje, Tavriski, Noriki), na drugi stani pa
rimska materialna kultura ter njeni vplivi na
materialno kulturo domacinov. Poudarek je na
obravnavi tistih skupin materiala, ki imajo
pomembne kronoloske, kulturne in historicne
aplikacije.

Za razumevanje gospodarskega  razvoja
rimskega imperija je eden najpomembnejsih
virov proucevanje trgovine. V okviru studija
bodo predstavljeni trgovski tokovi
poznorepublikanskega in zgodnjecesarskega
obdobja, tako trgovina na dolge razdalje v
Sredozemlju kot tudi trgovina iz lItalije proti
srednji Evropi.

Pomemben sklop vprasanj je vezan na rimsko
vojsko, pri ¢emer bodo skromni literarni viri
sooceni z arheolosko zapuscino (utrdbe,
epigrafski viri in drobni materialni ostanki —
orozje, vojaska oprema, vojaska nosa, itd.).

The small material culture of indigenous groups
in the southeastern Alps (Caput Adriae, the area
along the Soca River, the Taurisci and the Norici)
is presented, as well as Roman material culture
and its influence on indigenous material culture.
Emphasis is placed on the material groups that
are chronologically, culturally, and historically
significant.

Trade research represents one of the most
important sources for understanding the
economic development of the Roman Empire.
The trade relations of the late Republic and the
early imperial period are discussed, such as long-
distance trade in the Mediterranean region and
the trade routes from Italy to Central Europe.

An important complex of questions is related to
the Roman army. Literary sources are compared
with  archaeological remains (fortifications,
epigraphic sources and small material - e.g.
military equipment).

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Cilji in kompetence:

Objectives and competences:

S pojmom “romanizacija” se danes oznacuje
kompleksne  procese  stapljanja  rimsko-
mediteranskih in avtohtonih kultur. Odvisno od
zgodovinskih okolis¢in je imela vkljucitev v
rimsko drZzavo na posameznih obmocjih razlicne
ucinke, lahko je pomenila prelom ali
kontinuiteto. Rimska drzava se kaze kot zelo
prilagodljiva in z veliko mocjo integracije. Glavni
namen predmeta je predstaviti zapletene
postopne spremembe, ki so potekale od konca
3. st. pr. Kr. do 1. st. po Kr. na oZjem
geografskem obmocdju, to je v srednji Evropi in
Balkanskem polotoku. To pomeni obdobje od
prvih stikov domorodnih skupnosti z Rimljani
preko vkljucitve v rimsko drZavo do stabilizacije
rimske oblasti in prevzemanja razlicnih aspektov
rimske kulture. Vkljuéena so pomembna
vprasanja, kot vojaska zgodovina, upravna
organizacija, trgovski in prometni tokovi,
kronologija.

The term "Romanization" describes the complex
processes of merging Roman-Mediterranean and
indigenous cultures. Depending on the historical
background, incorporation into the Roman state
had different effects in different regions. It could
mean collapse or continuity. The Roman state
was very adaptable and had a great power of
integration. The aim of this course is to present
the complicated gradual changes from the third
century BC to the first century AD in Central
Europe and the Balkans. This represents the
period from the first contacts of the native
population with the Romans to the incorporation
into the Roman state, the stabilization of Roman
authority and the adoption of various aspects of
Roman culture. Important topics such as military
history, administrative organization, trade and
transportation links, and chronology are covered
in this course.
