Seminar classes accompany the lectures and
complement them by exploring individual
chapters covered by the course syllabus. The
main objective is to provide the opportunity for
the student to conduct further research on any of
the presented topics and/or accommodate it to
his/her individual research interests (the seminar
paper can also be a component part of the
doctoral thesis).

Cilji in kompetence:

Objectives and competences:

Studentke in $tudenti se pregledno seznanijo s
temeljnimi pojmi in metodami etimoloskega in
narecnega slovaropisja, razumejo podatke v
razlicnih etimoloskih in narec¢nih slovarjih in
geselskih ¢lankih ter znajo sami pripraviti in
izpeljati dialektolosko raziskavo in njene izsledke
predstaviti v nareCcnem slovarju ter ob tem
razumeti etimolosko argumentacijo. Usposobijo
se za kriti¢no uporabljanje znanstvene literature
in publikacij obravnavanih strokovnih podrocij.
Usposobijo se za uporabo in razvoj razli¢nih
metod analize jezikovnega gradiva organskih
idiomov ter spoznajo naloge in moZnosti
etimoloskih in  dialektoloskih leksikoloskih
raziskav nacionalnega in drugih jezikov. Studenti
in Studentke se usposobijo za kritiéno
vrednotenje etimoloskih prikazov, za
samostojno delo na podrocju dialektoloskih (in
geolingvisticnih) leksikografskih raziskav, za
kriticno spremljanje in vrednotenje njihovega
pomena za klasifikacijo jezikov in njihovih
razlickov, za raziskovanje razvoja jezikov v ¢asu
in prostoru, za raziskovanje diastraticne in
diatopi¢ne raznolikosti oz. razslojenosti jezikov
ter za razumevanje meja med jeziki in njihovimi
razlicki.

The student gains solid knowledge of the basic
principles the methodology of etymological and
dialectological lexicography, is able to interpret
the information contained in various kinds of
etymological and dialect dictionaries and/or
dictionary entries as well as carry out
independent dialectological research, transform
the results into dictionary entries and
comprehend the etymological argumentation
behind the process. The student is capable of
critical reading of the relevant scientific
bibliographical apparatus. The course further
equips the student to use and develop multiple
methodological approaches to the analysis of
dialect material and gives a clear idea of the tasks
and avenues for further etymological and
dialectological research of the national and/or
any other language. The student is able to
critically approach existing etymological analyses
and carry out independent research in
dialectology-based lexicography (also from the
point of view of geolinguistics). He/she is
equipped with the necessary critical apparatus to
appreciate  and assess the significance
dialectological research has for language (in all its
varieties) classification, temporally and spatially
conditioned language development, diastratic
and diatopic diversity, language stratification,
and better comprehension of the relationship
between a given language and its varieties.
